I understand the 2/24/2009 meeting may or may not be open to the public, therefore, this email to you.

Due to the commuter traffic continuously streaming down Santa Rita from Stoneridge, it is almost impossible to make a
left turn from Sutter Gate St. to northbound Santa Rita.

I have attached copies of photos taken in December, 2008, just after sunset. The last two attachments show the
continuous stream of traffic, the first attachment shows the intersection of Stoneridge and Santa Rita from my car
window while waiting to turn from Santa Rita to Westbound Stoneridge. The first attachment shows the following;:
Why the continuous stream never lets up — cars are turning on to Southbound Santa Rita from both directions on
Stoneridge — illegally and stuck and stopped in the intersection, waiting for traffic to move. Notice the car turning from
the second turn lane on a red light and stopped - “illegal”.

[ have emailed each council member previously to meet me at the intersection of Sutter Gate and Santa Rita during
afternoon commuter hours and attempt to make the left turn. None of the council members responded to me. Is it too
dangerous for you council members to attempt this?

Dear Mayor and City Council members,

My name is Ilya Lipkind and I leave not far from Stoneridge Drive (Rheem Drive to be exact). Both
of my kids attend Mohr Elementary. As you can imagine I oppose idea of Stonerldge extension,
because in my view it is not right solution to the problem.

I think all of us can agree, that Stoneridge neighborhood opposes the extension due to concern of
traffic jam on this road. And it is all common known due to constantly heavy traffic on 580 East
every day. The Livermore residents looking for alternative roads to go home also due to heavy
traffic on 580, The Valley reasidents looking for alternative road due to yes you got it right: again
heavy traffic on 580. So we are not solving the original problem here. Stoneridge extention is just
a patch for a traffic solution without solving original problem. Unfortunetly this project will also
have heavy effect on our neighbourhood. Now, a lot of Pleasanton residents complain, why we
oppose to the General Plan extension that was approved in early 1980 th. Well, agin the traffic on
580 was considerably different back then. In my mind, HOC lane that plan to be added to 580 will
only improve the problem by small margin. The real problem is 580 highway and it should be
solved by highway extension.

Now, if we eager to extend Stoneridge Drive I propose solution that should work for everybody:
Make Stoneridge PAY road for everybody except Pleasanton and Livermore residents (similar to
HOC lane on 580 ).
